7. Stained glass windows

Grant for conservation of remaining windows has been received. Thank you card sent to Trustees. 

Restoration work on remaining windows to commence post early Jan. 2019. Glaziers are booked. Work will take 5/6 weeks.
8. Internal Improvements

8.1 Pews - Ashley Cowell has agreed to remove pews at no charge. These are required to be stored until Faculty is approved for the permanent removal. Temporary Minor Reordering permission lasts for 15 months. Application for Faculty within that period, if PCC and FoBs are satisfied with internal rearrangement of pews. 

8.2 DAC visit 30 October 2018, a very positive and encouraging response from members to what is proposed. DP, AB, PA, Rebecca Campbell, John Charman attended, Sebastian Rowe, architect, plus DAC members with Acting Archdeacon Peter Townley. 
Concerns raised that the font would be vulnerable to theft when located on N/S axis of doors in the west end, particularly when access via disabled entrance would be a gentle slope to the roadside.  Some thoughts on bolting to the floor. 
8.3 Disabled access Architect had initial drawings for the disabled access door on South wall. The stonework matching with the windows on South side. Door, he proposed to have vertical panels outside, internally horizontal. Architect to proceed with elevations and drawings for disabled access.
