8. Internal Improvements

8.1 Electric underpew heating survey, summary questionnaire had been circulated.

8.2 Visit by Mr Roger Glister, 11 Sept. 2019, advised contacting NICEIC qualified electrician to assess installation of underpew heaters and additional electric facilities  - organ pump/kitchen boiler/lighting.

Single phase 80 amp capacity. Prohibitive to put in other phases, 100 amps may be possible.

R. Glister fully approved of switch to electric system, (see comments LDAC 81, Nov.2018). He advised to check radiators switch off independently.

8.3 Removal of radiators, these should be flushed until water runs clear. Residual magnetite in the radiators if spilt onto stone floor it is impossible to remove stain. Radiators are drained end December every year – water runs clear. To be noted when final removal of heating system takes place.

8.4 Removal plaster west wall –  can this be done when oil fired heating system is installed?

Iron work – DP suggested volunteers might remove this. Suggested time frame Jan. to March 2020.

8.5 Architect, plans received, email 13 Sept. 2019. 
Trench arch - Environment Agency does not have to be consulted, nearest public sewer is more than 30.0 m away. None of the General Building rules apply. The churchyard is not a ‘protection zone’.
