7.1 Electric underpew heating 
Circulated hard copy of tender from Robinson Heating. Cost for heaters from EHS 16x£135 + 2x£125 + tender = £6249 + VAT. After discussion it was decided to upgrade the electrical system to accommodate 16 at £135 + 2@ £125.Agreed to purchase fewer no. of heaters initially, including one for the reader’s chair.
